CONDITIONS OF PLAY FOR THE GLOUCESTERSHIRE CHAMPIONSHIP
1. Qualification shall be Full Membership of the G.L.C.G.A.

2. Entry Forms must be used and can be obtained from the Club Delegate. Entry Forms must be sent to the County Secretary one month before the first day of the Championship.

3. The Entrance Fee for 2011 is £20.00   (£5.00 for Juniors)

4. A Qualifying Round of 36 Holes Stroke Play will be played.  The first 40 entrants with the lowest handicaps, plus those with the same handicap as the 40th entrant, will be entered in the draw, divided into two divisions.

a. Division 1 for the half of entrants with the lowest handicaps

b. Division 2 for the remaining players.

Division 1:

Player with the Best Gross Score will receive the VIVIAN BRAMWELL CUP and a Voucher

Player with the Best Net Score will receive the PRETTEJOHN CUP and a Voucher

Division 2:

Player with the Best Gross Score will receive the GROSS CUP and a Voucher

Player with the Best Net Score will receive the PRESIDENT’S CUP and a Voucher.

5. The 16 Best Gross Scores will qualify for Match Play over the next two days.  The                 automatic draw will operate.  Each match will consist of 18 holes. In the event of a tie in any round, Competitors will continue to play until one or other shall have gained a hole, when the match will be considered over.

6. Players entering the Championship must be prepared to compete in both Medal and Match Play.

7. The Winner of the Championship will receive the Cup, and Memento and a Voucher.

The Runner-Up will receive the Wetherman Salver and a Voucher

Semi-finalists will receive Vouchers.

8. The ball to be used shall be of a size, brand and marking as detailed on the current ‘LIST OF CONFORMING GOLF BALLS’ issued by the R & A.  Clubs must conform to the legal requirements.

9. Competitors not on the Tee at their appointed time may be disqualified at the discretion of the Championship Committee, who also has the power to delay the time of start if they consider circumstances render it advisable.

10. In the event of a day or days being lost, due to bad weather, the Committee will have the power to postpone or re-adapt the Format of the Championship.

11. Active Handicap Certificates must be produced.

12. No Competitor may have a Golf  Professional to caddy for her.

13. All disputes during the Championship shall be settled by the Championship Committee whose decision shall be final.

14. Following advice received from EWGA DMDs may be used in all County Competitions including the County Championship.
